FROM THE DIRECTOR

| was listening a song from Huey Lewis and the News called “Do you Believe in Love” last weekend as | was brainstorming on this article. The
words fit perfectly with Love INC. Then | asked myself; do you Believe in Love? In college | wrote a paper on love. It made me realize that there
are many ways people love. From Agape to Freud’s Id, there are stark differences as well as lovely common threads that flow as a constant. For
example some of us love chocolate cake while others enjoy it. As if there is a value on love, or is there? We do love our children, spouse, family
and often close friends. Some love their pets, possessions and monetary items. Love is a word that is often misused.

The happiness you feel is in direct proportion to the love you give.

This past summer | was invited to speak to the VBS kids at Liberty United Methodist Church. They had collected a great deal of canned food to
supply our emergency food program. | asked the kids to tell me what ‘poor’is. This is what | heard: ‘They are dirty’, ‘They stand begging for stuff
on the road’, ‘They can't talk’, ‘They are not smart’, ‘They don't love.” | asked them to consider what would happen if their Dad or Mom came
home one day and sadly reported that he or she had just lost their jobs. That did not seem to impact them that much. |added that they could not
go to summer camp, summer vacation, they would not get their favorite snack due to limited money for groceries, and they may have a very
warm home all summer long because cooling the house cost too much. This started to hit home. So are you dirty? Begging for stuff on the
road? Have you lost the ability to talk? And are you somehow now not smart? Now they can’t love? | thought not. | believe most adults feel the
same way.

At Love INC of Clay County, we use the 150% of poverty guidelines to determine if a client is qualified to receive funds. It is thought that any-
thing above that guideline, one can sustain without assistance. Though the grace of God, we have some wiggle room when determining ser-
vices.

We also
have a thrift store with job
opportunities that range from
cleaning and sorting clothing,
to working the cash register,
to product placement on the
sales floor. We also are in
need of warehouse volunteers
to move furniture and other
heavy items as well as pick up
donations and deliver pur-
chases.
